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World Cook’s Corner

Homemade Mexican Flour Tortillas

This month, our lovely Ms. Ciarfalia takes us south of the border to experience a stable of Mexico; The Tortilla. Celebrate Cinco de Mayo with this perennial favorite. Your enchiladas, tacos and nachos will never taste better than when they are created with your own homemade Flour Tortillas. Or enjoy them hot out of the oven with butter and salsa!
Ingredients:

2 cups masa harina * 

1¼ cups hot water

1 teaspoon salt

* Masa harina (corn flour) can be purchased in most supermarkets.  Whatever you do, don’t confuse corn flour with corn meal.  Corn meal is made from a completely different process, and it simply won’t work for tortilla making.

Directions:

1. Place the mesa harina and salt in large bowl.

2. Add the water and mix with your hands to make a dough that comes together in a soft ball.  Continue mixing and kneading until the dough is elastic enough to hold together without cracking, about 3 minutes.

3. Divide the dough into equal portions- golf ball size and cover with plastic wrap or damp towel.  To form the tortillas, place a portion of dough between two pieces of plastic wrap.  Press with a tortilla press or roll out with a rolling pin into a circle 6 or 7 inches in diameter.  Use you fingers to smooth any raggedy edges.  Continue with the remaining portions until the dough is used up.

4. Heat a dry heavy skillet over high heat until it begins to smoke.  Peel the plastic wrap off a tortilla and place the tortilla in the pan.  Reduce the heat to medium- high and cook for 30 seconds.  Turn and cook on the other side for 1 minute.  Turn again, and cook the tortilla until it puffs a bit but is still pliable, not crisp, about 30 seconds more.  Brown spots on your tortillas are good — an indication that they are handmade.  Remove and continue until all the tortillas are cooked. Serve immediately with butter, salsa & your favorite toppings, or use in any recipe that calls for them!
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Great Horned Owl
Bubo virginianus
Description 25" (64 cm). W. 4' 7" (1.4 m). A large owl, varying in color from nearly white (in Arctic) to dark brown and gray. Mottled and streaked below, setting off the white throat; prominent, widely spaced ear tufts; yellow eyes.

Voice Series of low, sonorous, far-carrying hoots, hoo, hoo-hoo, hoo, hoo, with second and third notes shorter than the others.

Habitat Forests, deserts, open country, swamps, and even city parks.

Nesting 2 or 3 white eggs on the bare surface of a cliff or cave or even on the ground; in the East it most often appropriates the unused stick nest of a heron, hawk, or crow.

Range Resident throughout North America south of the tree line.


Discussion The largest of American "eared" owls, the Great Horned is exceeded in size only by the rare Great Gray Owl. The Great Horned Owl preys on a wide variety of creatures, including grouse and rabbits as well as beetles, lizards, frogs, and birds, including crows, ducks, and other owls. On occasion, it even captures skunks. It is the largest and best known of the common owls. It is one of the first birds to nest, laying its eggs as early as late January, even when there is still snow on the ground.
