Didelphis virginiana.

Description House cat size. Grizzled white above; long white hairs cover black-tipped fur below. Individuals may appear grayish or blackish. Long, naked prehensile tail. Head and throat whitish; ears large, naked, black with pinkish tips. Legs short; first toe of hindfoot opposable (thumb-like) and lacks claw. Female has fur-lined abdominal pouch.

Breeding After 12–13 day gestation, 1–14 young attach themselves to mother’s nipples for 2 months; 2 or 3 litters a year.

Habitat Deciduous forests, open woods, brushy wastelands, and farmlands.

Range Most of e U.S., except n Minnesota, n Michigan, and n New England; extends sw to e Wyoming, Colorado, and c New Mexico. Also s British Columbia south to Baja California and east into c Idaho; and se Arizona.

Discussion A solitary nocturnal animal, the Virginia Opossum is terrestrial and arboreal, and climbs well. Although it does not hibernate, during very cold weather it may hole up for several days at a time, risking frostbite on its naked ears and tail to seek food when hunger strikes. Carrion forms much of its diet, and many individuals are killed on highways while attempting to feed on roadkill. The diet also includes insects, frogs, birds, snakes, small mammals, earthworms, berries & fruits.

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World Cuisine

Raksha Bandhan is a late August festival that is celebrated in most parts of India, representing the special bond between brother and sister. On this day sisters will tie a Rakhi---which may be a colorful thread, a simple bracelet, or a decorative string---around the wrist of their brothers.  This is a symbol that the girls are willing to take the brothers as her protectors.  In turn, brothers recognize the special bonds between them, by giving some small gift items to their sisters, such as some money, clothes, sweets, jewelry, or just blessings.  In honor of Raksha Bandham, which falls on August 23rd this year, this months recipe will be a sweet Indian dish called Firani.
Ingredients

2 cups milk

2 tbsps rice

3 tbsps sugar

3 tbsps sliced almonds

3 tbsps sliced pistachios

1 tsp ground cardamom seeds

½ tsp saffron

Preparation

1. Soak rice in water for a couple of hours, then drain water and grind rice to a smooth paste.  You may use a food processor.

2. Boil milk and put in rice, sugar and cardamoms.  Keep on stirring until the mixture turns thick.

3. Remove from fire and mix in the rest of the ingredients.

4. Put the mixture in small glass bowls and chill.

This dish is traditionally presented decorated with silver or gold foil. Enjoy!
